
 
Directions to the Farm 
Very important DO NOT USE DIRECTIONS PROVIDED BY MAPQUEST ! 
 
From NYC and surrounding metropolitan area (approximate drive time 5 hours): 
Take Interstate 95 North to Interstate 91 North 
Continue on I-91 North through Connecticut and Massachusetts and into Vermont. 
Once in Vermont, take Exit 8 off of I-91. 
Turn left onto Route 131 West toward Ludlow. 
Continue on 131-W to the intersection with Route 106 (there will be a blinking red light). 
Turn right on Route 106 North. Continue on 106 North for approximately 9 miles. 
Watch for a red house and barn on right; after this house look for Caper Hill Road on 
your right. The bus driver will need to negotiate an extremely sharp right turn on to Caper 
Hill Rd. (he may utilize the turnout on the left hand side of the road if need be). Spring 
Brook Farm is at top of the hill. 
 
From Boston (approximate drive time 2.5 hours) 
Take Interstate 93 North into New Hampshire to Interstate 89 North. 
Continue on I-89 North to Vermont. 
Get off the Woodstock/Quechee/Rutland exit and turn left on to Route 4 West. 
Follow Route 4 west into the town of Woodstock, being very mindful of the speed limits. 
Continue around the Woodstock village green (on your left) and get on to Route 106 
South. Follow 106 South approximately 9 miles. Turn left onto Caper Hill Rd (at the 
bottom of very steep and long hill). Spring Brook Farm is at the top of the hill.

Farms For City Kids at Spring Brook Farm is located on Caper Hill Road in Reading 
Vermont. The farm is approximately 9 miles south of Woodstock, VT off route 106 and 
about 20 minutes north of Springfield, Vt.
